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Elementary Muffling Exercises

Muffle with the R.H.
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L.H. Stroke
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Muffle with the L.H.
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Often a timpanist will dampen the note that was last played on one
drum at the same instant that he or she strikes a note on another drum
(see photos below). This keeps the sound from the first drum from
interfering with the sound from the second drum. In this situation the
note struck first is usually dampened by the same hand that played it.
